Motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of death among teenagers, representing over one-third of all deaths to teens.  How can you help protect children riding in your vehicle?  Make sure they buckle-up – every time!  The law states that children 16 and under must be properly restrained and that children under 8 must be secured in an appropriate child restraint device.  Grown-ups need to buckle up too.  Adults can cause severe injury to other occupants, especially small children and infants. So buckle up for your family and your health. It’s the law. Click It or Ticket.
Did you know that most car crashes that result in injury or death occur when people are driving less than 40 miles per hour?  Think about it, and always wear your seatbelt. Wearing your seat belt reduces your chance of being severely injured or killed in a crash by about half.  It’s a no-brainer: regular seat belt use is the single most effective way to protect people and reduce fatalities in motor vehicle crashes.  And if that’s not enough, remember, it’s also the law. Click It or Ticket.
Don’t bother buckling your seatbelt when running a quick errand?  You should!  Three out of four fatal crashes happen within 25 miles of victims’ homes.  Buckle-up no matter how short the drive!  Seatbelts are designed to keep you in the vehicle and protect you from being ejected.  If you’re thrown from the vehicle in a crash, you have a 75% chance of being killed.  So buckle up – every time.  It’s the law.  Click It or Ticket.
Studies have found that men – especially younger men – consistently have the lowest seat belt usage rates of all motorists. So make sure the men in your life buckle-up every time they get in a vehicle.  Remind them that you want to have them around for a long time.  Besides, it’s the law. Click It or Ticket.
Would you play football without a helmet?  People would think you were nuts if you did. It’s the same with safety belts.  When you hit the street, buckle up.  You’re nuts if you don’t.  If you don’t protect yourself, who will?
