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[bookmark: generalprogramquestions]General Program Questions
Is there a cost to participate?
No. The program is fully funded by the Virginia DMV and provided at no cost to participating schools. 
How long do we keep the simulators?
Schools borrow the simulators for 1-4 weeks, with one month being the standard loan period.
How many simulators will we receive?
Most schools receive 1-2 VR simulators, depending on availability and class size.

[bookmark: schedulingcurriculum]Scheduling & Curriculum
Do we need to follow the full curriculum exactly?
No. The curriculum is flexible. Schools may adapt activities to fit their schedules, but all students must complete the VR experience and surveys.
How much class time does this take?
Approximately 45–60 minutes per week for four weeks, though the curriculum can be compressed if needed (can range from 4-15 min per student).
What classes can use this program?
Driver education, health, PE, safety units, advisory periods, or special programs.

[bookmark: simulatoruse]Simulator Use
Is the simulator difficult to set up?
No. The simulators arrive preconfigured and require minimal setup. A quick start guide is included.
How long does each student experience take?
Approximately 4–15 minutes per student, including surveys. This depends on how many scenarios (3 different options) each student completes.
Do students need prior VR experience?
No prior experience is required. Students remain seated and are guided throughout.

[bookmark: safetysupervision]Safety & Supervision
Is VR safe for students?
Yes. The experience is designed for seated use and supervised by an adult Program Lead.
What if a student feels motion discomfort?
Students may stop at any time. Participation is voluntary.

Why are surveys required?
Surveys allow the program to measure impact and are required for DMV reporting.
Are student surveys anonymous?
Yes. Surveys collect anonymous, aggregated data.

Who pays for shipping?
DRIVE SMART Virginia provides prepaid shipping both ways.
What if equipment is damaged?
Normal wear is expected. Schools should report any damage immediately.
What happens if we return the simulators late?
Late returns will affect eligibility for future participation.

Can parents participate?
Yes. Schools may host optional parent or community events during the loan period.
Can we keep the simulators longer?
Extensions may be requested but are not guaranteed due to demand.
